The vision of Rise Prep grows out of a biblical understanding of Jubilee—the undoing
of gross inequities and reclaiming God’s good portion for each community.

In Luke 4, Jesus launches His public ministry by proclaiming the year of the Lord’s
favor, pointing us toward freedom and future restoration that begins here and now. At
Rise, being rooted in Jubilee means a commitment to addressing ever-increasing gaps
in our city by investing resources here in the Bayview and in our scholars—through the
power of relationship. By becoming an Advocate for a Rise scholar, we invite you to
step into generous and sacrificial love and care of another, just as Jesus does for us.




A School on Solid Ground

Rise University Preparatory is an independent high school, making accessible an
academically rigorous education in a college-bound environment to the Bayview and
Hunters Point community and beyond. Our goal is that 100% of Rise Prep scholars gain
admission to 4-year universities. At Rise, we teach to whole students, equipping them to
reason, create, serve, and lead. Rooted in our neighborhood, Rise Prep is a place where
students and families of different communities, ethnicities, and socioeconomic status
unite to grow academically, socially, and spiritually.

A Proven Model

In 2024, we celebrated a momentous milestone as our inaugural class graduated from
high school with 100% of Rise scholars admitted to four-year universities. We are
proud to share that we are continuing to accomplish that goal with each and every
graduating class.




“l think my middle school self would admire how
much I've gone through and how much I've been able
to persevere in the face of adversity. Giving up was
so easy, but | think I'd be proud of how much I've
been able to accomplish despite challenges. Taking
those key aspects that I've learned at Rise, I'm using
those now on my own as tools to build myself from
the ground up.”

“Being first generation means being proud of my
successes and breaking barriers for everyone who comes
after me. It means navigating spaces my parents never
had access to and of course figuring things out on my
own. But it also means that the sacrifices my parents
have made are worth it. [...] | had the privilege of having
the community here at Rise that helped me throughout
every step in applying to colleges, going through my
offers, understanding my financial aid, and realizing how
much scholarship money colleges were offering,
accepting offers, and so much more.”

Become A Scholar Advocate

At the heart of all we do at Rise, is our Scholar Advocate Program. In order to be the
school that we desire to be—to have 80% of our seats reserved for first-to-college,
low-income and Bayview resident scholars—we need a financial model that increases
equity and creates access to quality education for our families. On average, Rise
families contribute 15% of tuition costs. The remaining 85% is covered by financial
scholarships from generous Rise Advocates and partners. Our goal is to pair every
scholar with a supportive Advocate who will provide a quarter, half, or full scholarship
for the cost of education, and who will encourage them to their utmost.




Nathan: | think for me, when | first learned about Rise Prep, it was compelling and
interesting as sort of a vision of what a school could be, but it took on more life when |
was paired with Cristian—to be able to see his growth and development over the
years—so that when | think about Rise now, | think more about him than about an
idea. It has helped me feel more invested in the school to know someone here.

Cristian: | would say Nathan is like an older brother because | don’t have an older
brother. It’s just actual people who are supporting kids. | never had an idea of adults
actually sponsoring a kid’s education. | thought it was just companies and programs.
For a soccer team, the sponsor is just like a name on our jersey. It's not an actual
person. It's different to see an actual person more than just a name or logo on a jersey.
I'm grateful for him advocating for me, but | don't want his help to end here. | want
him to help sponsor another student after | graduate. I'm grateful. | just don’t want the
help to end here, and | want this to flourish into other students. | want other people to
meet who he is.
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Tuition

At Rise, 80% of our seats are reserved for low-income, first generation to college, or
Bayview resident scholars. Each of our students receive scholarships that on average
cover 85% of the cost of tuition in order to increase equity and access to quality education.
Most independent and private schools in the Bay Area cost $40,000 - $60,000 each year.
On average, Rise families pay 15% of tuition and the remaining 85% of student tuition is
covered, thanks to the generosity of Rise Advocates.

Scholarships

Our Advocates can provide scholarships for a Rise student at four different levels per year:

SCHOLARSHIP LEVEL TOTAL MONTHLY
Full Scholarship $20,000 $1,667
Three-Quarters Scholarship $15,000 $1,250
Half Scholarship $10,000 $833
Quarter Scholarship $5,000 S417

¢ Rise Advocates have the opportunity to commit to a one year scholarship or up to four
years of scholarship for a student’s full high school journey.

¢ Scholarship donations can be issued yearly, or split into smaller gift increments on a
quarterly or monthly basis.

¢ Rise Prepis a 501(c)(3) non-profit. All gifts are tax-deductible.

Individual and Group Advocacy

Consider becoming a Rise Advocate with your family, small group, coworkers, or friends. If
giving a scholarship as a group, we do ask that you designate one or two members of your
group to commit to relationally investing in the life of a Rise scholar.
